School Attendance

I am asking for your support in improving whole school attendance and punctuality. The impact upon children’s education
through lost learning due to COVID is huge. At atime when so much education has been disrupted it is vital that we make
every school minute count. | urge you to ensure that your child is in school and on time every day to prevent anyone
falling behind with their learning.

Persistent cases where poor attendance and punctuality do not improve can be considered to be neglect.

Government departments track school attendance figures. It is considered that attendance of 90% or below is persistent
absence which will be closely monitored by school staff. Failing to improve on this 90% can lead to prosecution, which
school want to help families avoid.
